Figures 
All Figures (i.e. charts, diagrams, line drawings, web pages/screenshots, and photographic images) should be of high quality, legible and numbered consecutively with arabic numerals.  Graphics may be supplied inblack and white (halftones of greyscale) or colour. 
Line drawings should have a sufficient resolution to be readable in displaying and printing. Graphs could be black and white (halftones of greyscale) or colored.

Formulas
Contrary to inline expressions the displayed equations or formulas should be centered and set on a separate line (with an extra half-line space above and below). (We prefer using editor 3.0 (Insert/Object/Microsoft Equation 3).
